Summary Explanation/Background Information: The Request for Proposal was advertised August 10, 2011 for
the Design and permitting for Midway and Selvitz road improvement project to firms that were awarded
contracts under Master contract #20100050. A proposal notification was sent to 67 suppliers and 12 firms
requested proposals. The proposal was opened August 23, 2011 at 1:30 P.M. and 4 firms responded. The
evaluation committee met August 31, 2011 at 11 A.M. and as a consensus short listed and scored the
~ following firms as follows: Culpepper & Terpening Inc., Captec Engineering Inc. Creech Engineering and
Kieth and Schnars. The evaluation committee held question and answers with the 3 topped scored firms on
September 1, 2011 at 9 A.M. and consensus ranked the firms as follows: #1 Culpepper & Terpening Inc., #2
Captec Engineering Inc. and #3 Creech Engineering. The committee considered the solutions to the
scheduling issues, service disruptions, coordination of many agencies and other challenges to this project.
Even though the project is a professional service and the City policy excludes a local preference this firm is
located in the Treasure Coast. All firms stated they could respond within an hour or less.

Q. One said they could not do any preliminary as far as projected problems until 60% of the

plans are approved. I did not understand that. Some companies did project problems.

A. Another Engineer is doing the roadway portion. Utilities is only doing is moving the water
line and adding a low pressure force main. There will be another Engineering firm to provide
whoever the winner of this is a set of CAD drawings which will be 60% complete if they are
not already. They will have to take those plans and add on the Utilities. The will not be
drawing them up from scratch. ‘

The firms should have been rated low because they did not do their
homework.

Q. Did the other two firms do the same thing?
A. Some of the responses were extremely vague. It was like a textbook response.

Denise Burton: In fairness if you aren’t in the middle of the project you would not know the
specifics of it. It is definitely going to be a challenge to take someone else’s drawings and put
stuff on top of them to make sure you do not have conflicts with drainage. This is depending on
how comprehensive the plans are going to be. It will be possible to miss things to create more
conflicts. Permitting is a challenge. At least one and two hit upon a lot of items that were of
concern. Soft digs are good so they know were items are going to meet with traffic. Right of way
issues and wetland permitting were brought up. Time and permits was brought up and we do not
have any control when SFWMD sends permits. DEP is easier considering water and wastewater
permits with wetlands going beyond the anticipated timeframe.

James Angstadt: It was obvious that K&S did not have enough experience particularly within
the City. ‘

Cheryl Shanaberger: Everyone ranked K&S last.

Denise Burton: K&S has no experience for this type of job.

Q. Captec and C&T are very close. Does the committee agrees to keep the scoring as the group
scoring?

A. All agreed to keep the scoring.

Q. Does the committee agree to schedule the Q&A for C&T, Captec and Creech on September

4. Identify your firm’s procedures and experience with the coordination of the design and permitting with other
utilities owners, and local governmental and regulatory agencies. :

All of CAPTEC projects require some level of Utility Coordination. Even when CAPTEC and our clients
believe there are no utilities present, we always begin each project with a Sunshine State One Call design
ticket to identify any possible utility owners within the project limits. From there, the scope of the utility
coordination can increase exponentially.

This project will require CAPTEC to exercise its typical procedure for Roadway Widening projects
which includes the following steps:

1. CAPTEC places a Sunshine State One Call (SSOC) design ticket. SSOC will identify all possible
utility owners in the project area and provide CAPTEC with a list of the utility owners and their

. contacts. SSOC also alerts the utility that a design ticket has been placed.

2. CAPTEC sends preliminary design plans, 60% design plans in this case, to all utility owners that
have been identified by SSOC asking the utility to mark the location, size, and depth/height of
their utility on the plans and return to our office within two-three weeks. We also give utility
owners the option to furnish record drawings in-lieu of marked up plans.

3. CAPTEC hosts a utility coordination meeting to discuss the project scope and anticipated
“problem” areas. This meeting will occur before the plan mark-ups are due.

4. CAPTEC adds the utilities to the design plans as mark-ups & record drawings are received,
noting any conflicts with proposed improvements on the plans.

5. CAPTEC sends the revised design plans, which now include the utility locations, back to the-utility
representatives whom supplied the original locations. We ask the utility owners to verify the
location of their facilities shown on the plan and inform us of any inconsistencies. Any required
changes are made immediately.

6. CAPTEC tries to adjust the design to eliminate as many conflicts with utilities as possible without
impacting the project budget. Eliminating conflicts can not enly reduce construction costs, but
greatly reduces the construction timeframe, since conflict resolution needs to be completed before
any drainage or roadway work begins. With this project, CAPTEC will ask the roadway designer
to revise the design of items that will eliminate conflicts.

7. CAPTEC identifies the conflicts that could not be eliminated by adjusting the design and the
conflicts that are lacking information, and seeks additional detailed location information. Often
times, this requires test holes to be excavated. Test holes are often referred to as “pot holes” or
“soft digs” and consist of using shovels, vacuum trucks, and air lances to safely expose existing
underground utilities. Test Holes allow existing utilities to be surveyed and accurately located on
the plans. This step is extremely important when designing detailed utility conflict resolutions/
deflections.**CAPTEC has utilized 2 different companies excavate test holes to determine the
exact location of utility facilities. We have found that InfraMap Corp. provides the level of service
and accuracy that we expect for test holes and we will utilize them on this contract.** CAPTEC is
familiar with the need to properly record survey data at test holes to avoid conflicts during
construction. **CAPTEC will initially work with the roadway surveyor to provide the pot hole
survey information. If the roadway surveyor is unavailable, then CAPTEC will utilize the services
of Betsy Lindsay, Inc., for this work.** :

8. CAPTEC designs all utility conflict resolutions for the public utility owner or client. Typically,
private utility owners are responsible for the design of their relocations. The conflict resolutions
will be included in the 90% plans. CAPTEC will send the 90% design plans to all utility owners
again to verify the location of their utilities and to begin the design of their conflict resolutions.

9. CAPTEC hosts a second_utilitv coordination meeting. This meeting is important, as we will discuss
each utility’s problematic areas individually, and most importantly, the remaining design timeline

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and construction timeline. Our goal is always to have as many utilities out of the way BEFORE
construction commences.

10. CAPTEC will meet with the Project Managers from Port St. Lucie Utilities and Traffic
Operations Departments assigned to this project to discuss the design of their facilities and any
comments / concerns they may have.

11. CAPTEC incorporates all comments into the 100% design plans and sends completed plans to all
utility owners again, notifying them of the proposed Construction Bid Date. By this time, most
utility owners have their design completed and are ready to begin their relocations. Since there are
usually some changes on the 100% plans that will affect their design, this submittal is one final
check that their design is correct and they can begin work.

12. All utilities are invited to the Pre-Construction meeting.

13. CAPTEC Kkeeps Utility Coordination Binders for all projects. The binders are used to keep all the
utility coordination correspondence organized. We keep copies of all incoming and outgoing
correspondence, including plans, in the binders as well as a log that details the dates items were
sent and received from each utility owner. This tool is an easy way to verify that all utility owners
have responded to our requests. Once under construction ongoing utility construction markups
require close coordination with utility companies regarding any utility conflict issues. All
CAPTEC plans currently require a 10-day advance pot hole of all conflicts to help anticipate any
changes well in advance of construction.

A sampling of specific relevant projects where the above procedures were followed includes:

Becker Road Widening: Provided design improvements for widening a 2-lane undivided rural highway
section to a 4-lane divided urban section. Design plans & contract documents for +4 miles in a 100 foot
right-of-way extending from the western end of the Becker Road/Turnpike Interchange to the eastern
end of the Becker Road/I-95 Interchange. CAPTEC provided all design services in-house including all
utility coordination, utility adjustment design, and permitting.

Lennard Road Widening: Provided design improvements for widening of 1.9 miles of an existing 2-lane
roadway to a 4-lane divided curb & gutter section within the existing right of way. All roadway design,
utility coordination, utility adjustment design, and permitting was performed in-house by CAPTEC.
Permitting submittals included City of Port St. Lucie, FDEP & SFWMD.
Bayshore Boulevard Widening: Provided design, permitting & CEI services for
this existing 3.2 mile 2-lane roadway to a 4-lane divided curb & gutter section.
Design considered future 6-lanes. All roadway design, utility coordination,
utility adjustment design, and permitting was performed in-house by CAPTEC.
Coordinated public meetings. Permits were obtained through the City of Port St.
Lucie, Florida Dept. of Environmental Protection, the Florida Dept. of Transportation & the South
Florida Water Management District.

Martin County Community Broadband Network: This design/ build project required the contractor to
construct/ install +76 miles of Fiber Optic Cable.

5. Identify the challenges associated with, and the proposed means of, meeting the milestone time frames of the
90% and 100% submittals.

CAPTEC is presently assisting the roadway designer on the storm water management elements for this
project. Our work started on behalf of the City of Port St. Lucie Engineering Department because a
portion of this roadway project’s drainage will outfall into the City of Port St. Lucie’s storm water
system. CAPTEC is aware of the roadway design currently completed and the revisions being planned
for the project.
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The largest challenge that CAPTEC has observed with this project is that the design can potentially fall
behind schedule. We understand that the roadway designer has been asked to resubmit 60% design plans
with several major revisions. Until the 60% design has been accepted, no utility conflicts can realistically
be identified and no utility conflict resolutions can be provided. CAPTEC can, however move forward
with the SSOC, requesting as-built information, holding the first Utility Coordination Meeting and
inserting the existing utilities into the design plans.

Another challenge is relying on the roadway designer to be far enough ahead of schedule to complete his
design so CAPTEC can complete the conflict resolution designs. Our experience tells us that the design
will not be complete until the plans are submitted at the milestone deadlines; therefore, we will be tasked
with designing the conflict resolutions based on the approved 60% design and adjusting the resolutions as
the design changes. This will require close coordination with the roadway designer to guarantee that
nothing is overlooked. As previously mentioned, CAPTEC is working separately for St. Lucie County
coordinating the Port St. Lucie storm water improvements for the roadway designer.

Utility companies may be slow to respond to requests. It is extremely important that CAPTEC follows up
on all submittals to utility companies with a phone call to verify that all items were received and to
verbally inform them of the deadline and pending coordination meetings. CAPTEC knows which utilities
are typically problematic in responding and will provide them with extra attention.

CAPTEC attempts to email plans and notices as much as possible to utility owners in lieu of mailing hard
copies. Besides reducing our carbon footprint, email saves reproduction costs, shipping costs, and time.
Plans and notices are sent directly to the recipient and eliminate any chance of documents getting lost in
the mail room.

Permitting through FDEP can be time consuming. Port St. Lucie Utilities should be able to completely
self-permit this entire project since both the Water and Wastewater lines within the project boundary are
less than or equal to 12” in diameter. This will speed up the permitting process tremendously.

6. Identify the challenges associated with the design and permitﬁng of water, wastewater, and/or
telecommunications as part of a roadway improvement project.

Telecommunications typically poses very few issues during design and permitting. Permitting is limited to
utility and/or right-of-way permitting, which typically requires conduit to be installed at a specific depth,
using a specific conduit material. In some cases, such as with bridge attachments, specific hardware may
be required for mounting. The design requires that the designer account for the permitting agency’s
requirements, the ewner’s requirements and design to avoid any existing underground items, staying
within the existing right-of-way. The designer also needs to consider the construction method used to
install conduit to minimize construction cost.

Water and Wastewater design requires the designer to be extremely accurate in determining the existing
location of all utilities, to carefully account for pipe material thickness when calculating required
clearances, and to provide proper clearance between utilities. Designers need to diligently calculate
quantities for utility equipment, especially for pipe and fitting tonnage to prevent costly overruns during
construction.
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The most difficult design challenge associated with water and wastewater design on a roadway
improvement project is designing conflict resolutions that provide adequate clearance between the water
and wastewater facilities, as well as the proposed storm water drainage without getting too deep. The
depth of the utilities greatly increases construction cost, dewatering needs, and the time involved with
construction. It often takes some creative thinking between the designer and the utility owner to develop
the best solutions. In utility adjustment design, a very critical understanding is needed on how lines are
secured and who they service to avoid a drop in pressure for utility users.

When widening undivided roadways to divided roads we design
proper fire protection for the property near the corridor. The addition
of a median to the road requires us to analyze the fire protection as if
there were a solid wall along the median. Midway Road appears to
have Fire Hydrants spaced along the north side of the road to
adequately protect the current area; however, hydrants will need to be
added to the south side in order to provide proper fire protection for
the roadway and adjacent properties. On Becker Road, CAPTEC also
provided the SLC Fire District GPS coordinates for all the fire ~
hydrants in the Becker Road area that would be present following construction. We took it one step
further by importing the database to Google Earth and provided a .kmz file to the District that allows
them to visually see where every hydrant is located.

Port St. Lucie Utilities is certified to self-permit their facilities less than or equal to 12” in diameter. We
anticipate applying for permits through Port St. Lucie Utilities for the water and wastewater work. We
also anticipate that St. Lucie County will need to approve the proposed work by issuing a Right-of-Way
permit. We anticipate the Telecommunications line will require a Right-of-Way permit, as well, and will
be included with the submittal of the water and wastewater.

7. Where is your assigned staff’s office located for this project and what is your response time to the site for
resolution of design issues indentified during construction.

CAPTEC’s only office is located in Stuart, Florida, just north of the Old Roosevelt Bridge. Our office is
only 8.5 miles driving distance to the City of Port St. Lucie’s Engineering Department and 15 miles from
the project site. Our design staff will respond to issues immediately via telephone and can be on-site
within 30 minutes and at the City of Port St. Lucie Engineering Department within 20 minutes. Outside
of normal business hours, the Project Manager for this project, Etienne B. Bourgeois, lives approximately
10 miles from the project site and can respond within 30 minutes.

8. List past 5 years of litigation history

Unfortunately, increased litigation during times of economic recession is an unavoidable fact of life.

CAPTEC has had 2 claims in its 15 year history, both within the past 3 years.

1D Claim, 432008SC001925SCXXXX, filed in Martin County on 8/27/08 by a Stuart, FL resident
resulted from damage to plantings in an 8 ft. strip of their property, occurring during clearing
activities of an adjacent property. The developer of the adjacent property was CAPTEC’S client.
The developer’s contractor settled with the resident & replanted the damaged area. The resident
then claimed that CAPTEC’s plans erroneously included the area cleared by the contractor and
sought further compensation; the judge found in CAPTECs favor during mediation. Although
Small Claims mediation (10/21/08 before Judge Kathleen H. Roberts) stated that the resident
would sign a Release accepting CAPTEC’s payment of $330 court costs, they never complied.
Counsel has returned our payment; the matter is considered resolved.
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2) Anna McNeil v. LTR Exquisite Shoppes, Condo Association, Inc., FPL: Co., City of Port St. Lucie,
CAPTEC Engineering, Inc. & Melvin Bush Construction, Inc. In 2/08, the Plaintiff, a 92 year old
woman, tripped & fell in the parking lot of a strip center that had undergone parking
improvements at the same as the Bayshore Blvd. widening project (CAPTEC was the City’s
Engineer of Record & performed CEI services for the Bayshore Blvd. project). Ms. McNeil
claimed that the parking lot was poorly lit, the speed bump that she tripped on was not properly
maintained, was poorly designed and was not visible — even though she had walked through the
parking lot visiting the same shop dozens of times since the improvements were constructed
without incident. CAPTEC was added to the lawsuit in May 2010. The City of Port St. Lucie, Mel
Bush and CAPTEC agreed to a joint settlement in the total amount of $40,000.

These claims have no impact or bearing on CAPTEC’S ability to perform subject services, and it should
be noted that they are the only claims that have been filed against our firm in the past 3 years.

The first challenge his type of design to identify as best as possible the exact location of the existing
facilities. Based upon our staff experience and direct knowledge of this area the location of the existing
utilities are very well documented as that members of our staff were involved in the design and
construction of these original facilities.

The second challenge is coordination between all agencies and utility owners involved in this project,
Our firm proposes to have meetings with all invelved to work out any potential problems involved with
this project. :

The third challenge is to insure that the roadway horizontal alignment is finalized prior to
commencement of the utility adjustments. This is instrumental to eliminating unnecessary redesigns of
the utility adjustments.

Our Project approach is driven by scheduled milestones so that St. Lucie County’s estimated construction bid
date of the 1% quarter of 2012 is not delayed. We have identified some of the challenges of the schedule given
the compressed timeframes associated with the City’s Midway & Selvitz Road Improvement Project as follows:

The Roadway improvement plans are at 60% complete and thus will have changes as final design
continues. We propose weekly updates as a means to allow efficient communication of information.

The County is continuing its acquisition of Right-of Way for the roadway project; therefore the
ultimate right-of-way may change. We propose to closely coordinate with the County’s Attorney
office and the County’s Right-of Way acquisition agent, Ms. Joann Rielly, for changes that would
affect our design.

Conceptual design approvals to allow for the concurrent preparation of 90% plans. A project Kickoff
meeting will be scheduled to establish conceptual design locations and design parameters.

Wetland impacts; the South Florida Water Management District (the “SFWMD”) Permit has not
been submitted for the roadway construction. The County’s consultant has identified wetlands that
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may be impacted as a result of this project and has conducted with the SEFWMD only a pre
application meeting has been conducted, thus regularly agencies impacts are unknown at this time.
We proposed an independent pre application meeting to identify mitigation of wetland impact that
will occur on the project.

o The Midway Road is designed as a divided roadway section, thus the existing fire protection which is
currently being provide by the FPUA along the north side of the roadway will not longer meet the
requirements of the Fire District and Life Safety Code. The District requires fire protection on both
sides of the roadway when the roadway has a divided median. We proposed to establish fire hydrant
locations acceptable to the District and the City early in the design process. The locations will require
both accessibility for fire apparatus connections and maintainability for the City.

o Stakeholders input and other utility coordination is critical to the design of the Project. We propose
design conflict meetings at 30%, 60% and 90% plan completion between the various utility facilities,
including but not limited to AT&T, FP&L (transmission, distribution & siren shop), Hometown
Cable and Comcast.

Obtained and reviewed the water & sewer record drawings for the City’s Montana Utility Project.
Obtained the approved Site Plans for Developed Properties on the South side of Midway Road, including
Hospice of St. Lucie County, Drawdy Office Park and Castle.

Project Challenges:

¢ The western terminus \ of the Utility project
will require connection to the existing water
and sewer mains. These mains are on the
north side of the NSLWCD Canal No. 103
and will require a crossing beneath the
existing canal bottom at elevation 10 NGVD.
We propose a subaqueous crossing that will
allow for the future connection when the
next Phase of Midway Road is constructed to
the West.
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At Station 1293 the mains have to cross an
11 foot by 5 foot box culvert. St Lucie
requires 24“ of clearance for major
drainage facilities. The box culvert design
invert of 8.2 NGVD will not allow the
placement of the mains above the facility,
thus requiring the installation to be placed
under the box.

For all utility projects, we schedule a coordination meeting early in the design process, typically as soon as the
project concepts are developed. In most cases it is beneficial to invite all utilities having facilities in the project
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area and the owner. Making utilities aware of the project may have several positive impacts on your project.
Once utilities are aware of pending highway work they will place on hold any improvements they may have
proposed to their facilities in the area. Being knowledgeable of project scope will also allow the utilities to
program funding to facilitate their relocations to accommodate the improvement schedule.
